5. Off-site owners are required to supply a copy of the Community Rules and Regulations to
their tenant’s. M g twill make extra copies available for a nominal fee. Remember, as

the legal owner, “YOU” are responsible for any offense that your tenant may comumit.

It is not the Board’s intention to be overbearing. i is the responsibility of The Board of

Directors and every Homeowner to keep our community clean, neat, and attractive. By

following these Rules & Regulations we will keep our property values at their highest possible

level.

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" RULES AND REGULATIONS

I  COMMON AREAS

The common areas of the community are part of our capital investment, and we all pay the costs
of maintaining these facilities through our monthly assessment. While individual homeowners
are not directly responsible for maintaining the common areas, please use common sense.

1. COMPLIANCE WITH THE LAWS: Each resident shall at all times, comply
with all applicable laws and regulations, including the CC&R’s and these rules.
with respect to the occupancy of his/her unit.

2, QUIET ENJOYMENT: Each resident has the right of guier enjoyment of his/her
own unit. VO resident shall make or permit any loud or disturbing noises within
his/her own unit, or in the common areas, by the resident (Homeowner/T: enz;nt) or
his/her family, friends, and guests. Residents are to conduct their activities in a

manner so as NOT to interfere with the rights, comfort, or convenience of their

neighbors. VO musical instruments, radios, televisions, or stereos shall be

operated in a manner that is disturbing or annoying to other people, nor will loud
-disturbing noises be tolerated. Residents are responsible at ALL times for the
reasonable conduct of their occupants and guests. Loud, boisterous conduct
anywhere on the property that will disturb the comfort of others is prohibited.
Residents are urged to contact the Corona Police Department when disturbances
occur between the hours of 10:00PM and 7:00AM.,or on weekends. Residents

should also make a formal written complaint to the management company on the

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next business day. All residents, including children and guests skzould refrain

from using lang.uage that may offend others. SIDEWALKS: Sidewalks shall not
be used in any manner that will limit entrance to or exit from any unit, or detract
from the neat appearance or décor of the development as a whole. Bicycles,
skateboards, and roller blades are not permitted on the concrete sidewalks and
walkways, or in the pool area.

3. CONDUCT AND BEHAVIOR: Each resident shall be responsible for the
conduct and behavior of all adults, and children residing in or visiting his/her
dwelling. The association shall repair any damage to any portion of the common
areas caused by said adults or children and any costs incurred will be assessed to
the homeowner’s account.

4. FIREWORKS: Fireworks are illegal within Riverside County and the City of _
Corona. Any resident using fireworks is subject to prosecution by the local
authorities, and subject {o a hearing and possible corrective assessment levied by
the Board of Directors.

5. U]YSIGHT LY ITEMS: NO rugs, towels, bathing suits, laundry, etc., may be hung

over any fence, patio, or garage door so as 10 be visible from anywhere in the

COmmon areas.
6. TRASH AND REFUSE: Trash and refuse and their containers are to be stored
out of sight from the common area except on scheduled collection days. Refuse
and trash containers may be placed at the curb the evening prior to collection.
Containers must be removed from the common area view no later than the

evening of collection day. Large items such as appliances, furniture, mattresses

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efc., shall not be placed out for pickup unless prior arrangements have been made

with the collection agency for removal of such items.

II.  PARKING
1. VEHICLE REPAIRS: work done on personal vehicles must be confined to the

interior garage area. /NO major auto repairs are to be performed anywhere within

the community.

PARKING: Resident parking is restricted to the two (2) car garage associated

o

with the unit and the two (2) car driveway of each unit. Vehicles are to be parked
wholly within the driveway so as not to hang out onto the sidewalk or street.
Guest parking is restricted to designate marked areas. ALL COMMON AREA
PARKING STALLS are restricted to guest parking only. Residents ARE NOT
permitied to make use of on a consistent or daily basis guest parking spaces.

Residents SHOULD NOT park their vehicles in guest parking over night.

Parking is NOT permitted on any STREET, SIDEWALK, OR GRASS AREA

within the community. Any vehicle parked within the view of the comumon areas

must be operational and display current DA{I/ registration. No resident shall park,
store, or keep any large commercial type vehicle, other than a pickup or van used

as daily transportation. Residents }£4 ¥ INVOT keep any recreational vehicle, boat,

camper, aircraft, or any similar vehicle, or vehicular equipment, mobile or

otherwise, EXCEPT parked wholly within their garage with the garage door fully

closed.

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3. SPEED LIMIT: The posted speed limit within the community is JOMPH. Please

abide by the spéed limit for the safety of all (')f the residents.

GARAGES: Garages shall be used primarily for parking purposes only, and not
be converted to other uses. Each owner shall maintain his/her garage in a manner
that will ensure the capability of parking one (1) full size vehicle with the garage
door closed.

RECREATIONAL VEHICLES: Trailers, campers, motor homes, boats, and
similar recreational vehicles or equipment shall not be parked within the
community. EXCEPT within the garage with the garage door fully closed.
Commercial pickup trucks and vans are permitted only if used as daily
transportation of resident.

STATIONARY VEHICLES: Vehicles parked within the community that haye,
not been moved for a period of 96 lronrs may be towed at the vehicle owner's
expense, unless prior authorization from the Board of Directors has been
obtained. If you find it necessary to leave your vehicle in a parking stall longer

than 96 hours, contact m g tt the address listed on page 1.

1Il. PETS

NUMBER: Per the CC&R’s, two (2) domestic pets per unil may be kept in the
community. The Board of Directors may approve the keeping of more than two
(2) pets, provided that the animal/animals DO NOT unreasonably disturb the use
and enjoyment of any portion of the community by other residents. /NO animal

may be kept for any commercial reasons.

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. DAMAGE: Each pet owner is responsible for any damage or injury caused by

his/her pets.

HEALTH: All pets are required 1o have all vaccinations and licenses, and said
vaccinations and licenses must be kept current.
POOL AREA: NO PETS are allowed in the pool area or spa at any time, NQ

EXCEPTIONS!

CONTROL: All pets are to be kept under reasonable control at all times. DOGS

MUST BE ONA LEASH AT ALL TIMES WHILE IN THE COMMON

AREAS. NO EXCEPTIONS!

NOISE: Pet owners are responsible for any noise disturbance caused by their

pets.

GUESTS: Homeowners are responsible for the actions of pets brought into_ th_e
comumunity by visitors to their units.

LITTER: Each pet owner shall immediately remove and dispose of any litter,
waste, mess left by their pet. Pel owners shall not permit their animal to use the

front or side yard of any other homeowner as a relief area.

NUISANCE: The Board of Directors may declare a pet a nuisance in the

following manner: A written complaint, signed by a resident must be presented to
the Board. Complaint must be as specific as possible as to dates, times, and
nature of offenses. Second, the Board of Directors will investigate the complaint
and take appropriate action. If a pet is declared a nuisance, it will no longer be

allowed in the common areas of the community.

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IV.  ARCHITECTURAL STANDARDS
NO improvements or modiﬁcations of any kind to the exterior of any unit shall be done
without having submitted an Architectural Request Form (ARF) and receiving approval from the
Board of Directors. The ARF may be obtained from m g #t the address listed on page I.
1. The grade level, or drainage characteristics of the community property or any
portion thereof shall not be altered without prior written approval/consent from

the Board of Directors.

Following is a list of installations that require prior approval from the Board of
Directors. While this list is extensive, any installation not listed, which affects the
exterior appearance of the unit/community, must be presented to the Board of
Directors for approval.

A. Window replacement

B. Window coverings. NOTE: appropriate blinds, shades, curtains, and

drapes do not require Board approval; however, NO SHEETS OR

ALUMINUM FOIL is allowed at any time as window covering.

C. Security lights

D. Garage doors

E. Front door replacement

F. Security/screen door installation
G. Patio covers

. Entry way lights and patio lights
I. Wood lattice fencing

J. Satellite dish

THE GALLERY
POOL & SPA RULES

Hours for the pool and spa use are 7:00AM to 11:00PM.
The buddy system should always be practiced when using the pool and spa area.

An adult must supervise persons under the age of 16.

Children under the age of 8 are not permitted in the spa at any time. Extremely hot
waler is potentially dangerous to young children and Senior Adults.

A maximum of four guests per townhome may use the pool facilities, and must be
accompanied by the resident at all times. You are responsible for your guests.

GLASS OR BREAKABLE ITEMS ARE NOT ALLOWED IN THE POOL
AREA.

NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ARE ALLOWED IN THE POOL AREA.

For safety and security, keep the gatle closed at all times with your gate key card with
you.

Only proper swimming attire is allowed while swimming. No cut-offs. Loose strings
can damage the pool equipment.

Only floating rafts the size of one adult or smaller are allowed, and only if the pool is
not crowded. No floating devices allowed in the spa ai anytime.

Nuisance, bad language, or activities that threaten the SAFETY of others will not be
tolerated.

Roller-skates, skateboards, and bicycles are strictly prohibited.

Small radios are allowed for your enjoyment. Be courteous to nearby homeowners
and other pool guests, by keeping the volume low.

The life preserver ring and pole are not to be played with. They are to be left at their
location, ready for use in an emergency.

When using suntan lotion or oil while sunbathing please protect the chairs with a

towel or other cover. Before swimming, please use the shower to wash off the

lotions or oils.

The restrooms are for the use of the homeowners and their guests only.
Please respect the property by cleaning up after yourself.

No Nude Bathing Allowed.

NO ANIMALS ALLOWED, leashed or not.

Running is not allowed in the pool or spa area.

Vandalism of the pool areas is punishable by forfeiture of all pool rights plus the cost
of repairs.

Homeowners, who rent or lease their homes, are responsible for compliance of the
rules and regulation by their tenants.

Party Requesis in Excess of Eight People

All persons interested in having a party with the number of guests in excess of 8
people must subimit a request at least 30 days in advance to the Board of Directors for
approval. Prior approval must be requested even if the guests include current
residents of the complex. All parties of eight or more people must be limited to three
hours. Requests to use the pool area for parties during heavy pool usage times, such
as weekends and late afternoons may be denied. Under no circumstances are
barbecues of any size allowed in the pool area. If food and drink are brought into the
pool area for the party, the person holding the party is responsible for cleaning up the
area and removing all refuse. A monthly pool activity calendar indicating any
reservations of the pool area will be distributed to all homeowners.

VIOLATIONS OF ANY OF THE ABOVE RULES MAY RESULT IN FINES

AND/OR REVOCATION OF POOL PRIVILEGES.

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Satellite Dish Installation Policy

Overview

The purpose of this document is to provide guidance to homeowners when installing a satellite dish or other
permitted over-the-air reception device within The Gallery Homeowners Association. The Board of
Direclors adopts this policy in response to homeowner requests and to address the conflicts between the
CC&R’s, State law and regulations promulgated by the Federal Communications Commission. You may

wish to review the FCC fact sheet regarding this topic at http://www.fec.gov/csb/facts/otard.html.

Scope

This policy applies to over-the-air reception devices measuring one meter or less in diameter. No other
reception devices are approved for installation within The Gallery Homeowners Association.

Approved Installation Method

The satellite dish must be installed on the rear of the home since reception on the majority of homes is
available from this position, If you are unable to obtain adequate reception from the rear of the home, your
choice of positions must be presented to the Board of Directors prior to the installation of the dish.

All non-owners must submit a Request for Architectural Approval to the Board of Directors for approval
along with a letter from the owner of the property authorizing the installation and acknowledging

responsibility for any damage the installation may result in.

The satellite dish may not be attached to the roof, the wood siding or the stucco portion of the building. The
dish must be installed on the wood trim of the home.

All wiring related to the installation must be secured in such a manner that it is not visible to the general
public or the common areas. Do not run the wiring to your dish across the roof of the building.

Access to the roof is not allowed for antenna installation and no access is granted. Cabling may not be
placed on the roof.

Liability

Each homeowner is encouraged to use a professional installer. 1In all instances, the homeowner is
responsible for his installation and any damage to the structure that results from that installation.

Existing Installations

Installations that were made prior to the adoption of this policy must also adhere to the policy. If necessary,
you will be given a reasonable amount of time to make the required alterations and bring your installation

into compliance.

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Window Replacement Guidelines

The purpose of this document is to provide guidance to homeowners when considering the installation of
new vinyl windows in their home. Please note that any installation which affects the exterior appearance of
your home must be approved by the Board of Directors prior to installation, therefore each homeowner must
submit a Request for Architectural Approval before committing to the installation of new windows. In
addition to the completed form, please consider the following guidelines when putting together your packet

for the Board to review.

Guidelines

The replacement windows must be white vinyl

The new windows must be of the same size and style as the existing windows. Windows that currently
have grids must be replaced with windows that also have grids.

With the completed Request for Architectural Approval the homeowner must provide a copy of the
proposal from their contractor along with his license and insurance information.

The two brands of windows that the Board will consider are Milgard and M.I. Homeowner Products
“XﬂCl."

When replacing the upstairs windows, both windows must be replaced at the same time to maintain the
uniform appearance of the home.
